FBDD – Flat Bet Double Dozen Roulette System

This is a bonus system, which comes with your purchase of my DBPR – Dozen Betting Power Roulette system.  It is important to have a solid understanding of DBPR prior to your reading of this document, as some concepts and principles are very similar.  Some terminologies will be referring to DBPR’s.  Therefore, it is a pre-requisite to learn DBPR first.

DBPR bets on single and double dozens at different times.  FBDD, as its name applies, will be betting on double dozens only, that is, on two dozens simultaneously, with different bet selections  Also, since it’s a flat bet system, FBDD will not use any progression table and will be betting the same amount of units bet after bet, without altering the size of bets.  You may chose, however, any bet unit size, that your budget allows, based on the table’s betting range.  You may start with smaller bet units and once, you have obtained confidence in the system and are convinced about its performance, you may increase your unit size, and play with higher amounts.
The terminology definition for the dozens remains the same as DBPR’s for Dozen 1, 2, 3 and 0.

The bet types of RD and OTD also remain for repeat dozen and other two dozens (than the last one) also remain the same, except for the fact that we will not be using the RD bet type in FBDD, since RD is based on single dozen only and FBDD bets always on two dozens at the same time.

When betting on two dozens simultaneously, there are two good bet selections, that we will use in FBDD, that enable winning streaks,

If the behavior of the dozens is of the nature: 1,3,3,1,3,1,3,1,2,3,3,2,3,3,2,  then betting on the last two different dozens that showed up will produce lots of profits.  We will call this betting type: LTD (last two dozens).  LTD will work very well also when the dozens repeat, because a repeating dozen also belongs to the last two dozens.  

If the behavior of the dozens is of the nature: 2,3,1,2,3,1,2,3,1, etc., then LTD will not do well, because the dozens keep alternating.  However, this is when OTD comes in very handy, since OTD wins on every alternating dozen.

So, whenever LTD does well, we remain in LTD mode of betting.  After its first loss, we switch to the OTD mode and we remain in that mode until its first loss and switch back to LTD again.  This way, we alternate between LTD and OTD mode, as either one will enable lots of winning streaks at many occasions.  When LTD will not do well, OTD will do fine and when OTD no longer does well, LTD will do very well.  

All this we will accomplish with flat betting, that is, always betting 1 unit on each two dozens based on our bet type OTD or LTD.

The rules on the zeros differ greatly from the DBPR system.

In FBDD, when a zero or double zero comes up, we lose the bet.  We do not, however, wait 2 spins after the zero to determine which bet type with which we will tackle the system, as in DBPR.  If we were in OTD mode when we lost our bet to a zero, we will continue to bet in OTD mode, until our loss is not to a zero.  The same goes for LTD.  If we were in LTD mode when we lose to a zero, we stay in LTD, until our loss is not on a zero.

The best way to understand the above method is by means of a few examples.

When we come to the roulette table, we will wait, without placing any bets, for having at least two different dozens before we start applying the system.  And after we have two different dozens, we start betting with the LTD (Last Two Dozens) bet type.  This is only a guide and there is absolutely no obligation to start with LTD.  You may indeed start with OTD.  However, if the dozen repeated once, there may be a tendency for that trend to be stronger and therefore, it is recommended to go LTD, which is our case in spins 1 and 2, where Dozen 1 repeats with numbers 12 and 4 in the first two spins.  Then Dozen 3 shows up in spin 3.  We now have two different dozens to bet on (1 and 3) and we chose the LTD strategy.

Based on LTD, the last 2 dozens are Dozens 1 and 3 and we place 1 unit on each of those two dozens.  Number 14 comes up in spin 4, which belongs to Dozen 2 and we lose our bet.  As you can see in Example 1 above, which dozen we place our bets, the amount won and lost, the net amount are all documented and you should do that as well, to keep track of your bankroll at all times.  You may keep that in memory, since it’s not too difficult to do that with flat bets, or use your stack of chips, to determine if you are ahead or not and how much you have won or lost so far.

Using a double dozen strategy at all times means we lose 2 units on each loss and gain 1 unit on each win.  Following winning streaks, we should be winning more than twice we’re losing in order to come out ahead.  With FBDD, this is a reality.

In case the table goes against you, we will use a loss limit of 6 units per session.  We will also have a win target of +10 units.  We will end our session upon whichever target is reached first.  You will see that you will have many more winning sessions of +10 units than abandoned sessions of -6 units.
Coming back to our Example 1 above, since we lost on spin 4 with the LTD bet type, we switch immediately to the OTD mode, that is, betting on the other two dozens from the last one that showed up and place 1 unit on each Dozen 1 and 3, which are different than Dozen 2 of spin 4.

Number 29 comes up in spin 5, which is on Dozen 3 and we win our bet.  Our net goes from -2 units to -1, having gained 1 unit from our win.  

Since the OTD strategy won, we stay in OTD and bet on Dozens 1 and 2 on our next bet, since 1 and 2 are different than 3.  But in spin 6, Dozen 3 repeats and we lose our bet, reducing our net bankroll from -1 to -3, since losing our bet makes us lose 2 units on 2 dozens.

Because of our loss, we switch betting types again from OTD to LTD and observe that the last two different dozens that came up in the last few spins were Dozens 2 and 3 and that’s where we place 1 unit on.   Dozen 3 in fact repeats in spin 7 with the appearance of number 35 and we win our bet.  Our net goes to -2.

Since we won, we stay in LTD and bet on the same two dozens: Dozens 2 and 3.  Number 12 comes up in spin 8, belonging to Dozen 1 and we lose our bet.  Our net goes to -4.

Having lost with LTD, we switch to OTD and bet on Dozens 2 and 3, which are different than the last Dozen 1.  Number 33 (Dozen 3) comes up in spin 9 and we win our bet.  Our net goes to -3.

We stay in OTD and bet on Dozens 1 and 2 in spin 10.  Number 28 (Dozen 3) comes up.  We lose our bet and our net goes to -5.  Our loss limit is -6.  Since we have not reached -6 yet, we continue betting during this session.  Since OTD lost, we switch to LTD and observe that the last two different dozens were Dozens 1 and 3 during spins 8-10.
We bet 1 unit on each Dozen 1 and 3 in spin 11 and number 34 comes up (Dozen 3) and we win our bet.  We keep betting on LTD mode, which means betting on the same two last dozens (1 and 3), until a loss and we keep winning our bets all the way to spin 20, where Dozen 2, which fell asleep for a while, suddenly wakes up.  

This sleeping of the dozen means a winning streak for LTD, since we keep betting on the last two dozens and it’s not rare that a dozen falls asleep in roulette for a very long time.  I have seen up to 36 spins for a dozen not to show up.  FBDD puts you in LTD mode automatically when this happens.  It’s enough that OTD loses once, by a repeating dozen, that you will be switched to LTD, where you remain until the sleeping dozen wakes up.  

And if the dozens alternate a lot, then OTD strategy will take over and produce lots of winnings, too.
As you can see in Example 1, following those two powerful bet types, bring you quite a few streaks that make you reach your +10 unit goal at spin 43, averaging 1 unit gain every 4 spins. 
In the following example, we will see the use of our bet types in case a zero or double zero shows up:

As you can see, in spin 12, we lose our bet to a 00, being on a winning streak of LTD bet type, betting on the last two dozens all the time.  Since we lose our bet to a zero, we don’t switch strategies and remain in LTD mode in spin 13.  Indeed, Dozen 2 comes up again in spin 13 with number 14 and we win that bet, too.  We remain in LTD in spin 14.  Only then Dozen 1 comes up and we lose our bet, after which we switch to OTD, the other two dozens from the last Dozen 1.
Then based on our winning or losing, we stay or switch betting types and strong winning streaks of LTD during spins 3-14 and spins 22-31 and a winning streak of OTD during spins 32-36 enable us to reach again our win target of +10 units within 36 spins.
